Health Data in the Classroom Project

Curriculum Development Stipend – Spring 2009
The Health Promotion & Substance Abuse Prevention Program collects data annually regarding health behaviors of Ithaca College students.   These data are offered to faculty members via the Health Data in the Classroom Project in collaboration with the Center for Faculty Excellence.

Purpose Of Project

- to disseminate health data collected at Ithaca College

- to enhance activity based education in the classroom

- to increase student competence in basic data analysis

- to provide accurate health data to the college community, and

- to further the goals of the Health Promotion Program.

Faculty members will use Ithaca College data to develop one or more hands-on learning exercises for students.  Two $300 stipends will be awarded during spring 2009 with a goal of data use in the spring or fall 2009 semester.

The Data

The Core Alcohol and Drug Survey and the National College Health Assessment are national surveys that have been administered at Ithaca College by the Health Promotion Program over the last 7 years. Eligibility

Brief proposals may be submitted by full-time continuing Ithaca College faculty members and by faculty regularly employed on at least a half-time basis.  Faculty members who received this stipend in the past are welcome to apply, but preference will be given to new applicants.

Application Guidelines

1) Eligible Activities. This stipend opportunity is intended to support curriculum development endeavors. It is not intended for use by faculty in their pursuit of advanced degrees.  Applicants must use the Core/NCHA data in the classroom during the 2009 spring or fall semester.

2) Deadline: The deadline for submitting proposals to the Center for Faculty Excellence is February 13, 2009.  The original proposal plus two copies should be submitted.  

3) Contents: The proposal should be submitted on the attached form including contact information and project narrative (not to exceed one typewritten page).

Review Criteria. The Director of the Center for Faculty Excellence, the Coordinator of Health Promotion and Substance Abuse Prevention, and one additional member of the Health Promotion Research Committee will review each proposal according to the following criteria: objectives are clear, precise, and measurable; design involves well-defined methodologies; exercise, activity, or module could be implemented by other faculty members.

5) Recommendation for Award. The Director of the Center for Faculty Excellence will notify the applicants of award decisions by February 20, 2009, or as soon thereafter as possible.

6) Reporting. A brief written final report (electronic copies preferred) will be submitted to the Director of the Center for Faculty Excellence and the Coordinator of the Health Promotion Program two weeks after the end of the semester during which one or more of the datasets were used.  The report will include a description of the method and of the results generated by those utilizing the Core and/or NCHA data. 

7) Publication or reporting of results and conclusions: If results are published or disseminated in any way (e.g. journal article, poster session, conference or classroom presentation, webpage, etc.), these datasets and the Ithaca College Health Promotion Program are to be acknowledged. Additionally, if results are being reported in The Ithacan or another news outlet, the Director of the Center for Faculty Excellence and the Coordinator of the Health Promotion Program will be contacted and provided information sufficient to field relevant questions from reporters. 

8) Form of Award. Award is made in the form of a consultant contract.  Funding for the stipends is provided by the Health Promotion and Substance Abuse Prevention Program.

9) All award recipients agree to meet the conditions of the Health Data in the Classroom Project guidelines as a condition of receiving this stipend.
