Lectures and Attendance:  Although attendance is not taken during class, you are expected to attend all lectures which will greatly facilitate your success in the course.  However, if you miss a lecture, it is your responsibility to find out what material was covered.  Please feel free to interrupt lecture if you have questions.  I encourage you to ask your questions as many of your classmates may need the same clarification.  

Recitation Sessions: Sessions held at 10:00am on Wednesdays will be used mainly for questions and concerns from the lecture material or suggested problems.  No new information will be covered.  In addition, the weekly quiz (15 pts) will be given during this period (10:30am).  Your lowest quiz score will be dropped.  The week of exams, this session will be used as part of your exam time, so you will have from 10am-11:50am for all exams.

Homework:  Suggested homework problems from the text are provided in the schedule.  These problems are suggested only and will not be counted towards your grade.  However, it is advantageous for you to attempt these problems as they are to help you prepare for quizzes and exams.  Wiley online will give you immediate feedback to help you determine your readiness.  If you have questions, please stop by my office or send me an email, the sooner the better.

Exams:  There will be 4 in-class exams given during the semester.  The exam dates are set in stone, so that you can plan accordingly.  Only the material covered on each exam may fluctuate depending on the rate at which material is covered in class.  You will be told what material will be covered on each exam.  If I forget to tell you (that can happen), ask.  Therefore, no makeup exams are offered.  Extenuating circumstances need to be brought to my attention within 24 hours of the missed exam.  Valid documentation must be provided and accommodations are made by my discretion only.

Re-Grade Policy:  If you feel that your exam was graded unfairly, you may request a re-grade.  To be considered for a re-grade, you must submit your concern, in writing, to me by the lecture period following the return of exams.  Your dispute must explain what question you feel was graded incorrectly and why you deserve more credit.  Sign the explanation and turn it in to me with your exam.  Please note that I reserve the right to re-grade the entire exam when it is handed in for a re-grade.

Warning:  I will be copying a portion of the exams before handing them back to students.  If you change your answers after you get your exams back and then submit them for a re-grade, you risk being caught in violation of the academic integrity guidelines.  The consequences for this will be severe.

Schedule:  I have tried to provide you with a detailed class schedule (attached).  However, keep in mind that lecture topics may change depending on the rate at which we cover things and class interest in a topic.  However, the EXAM DATES are final.  Only the material covered on each exam will change.  This should allow you to plan accordingly for the semester.

Helpful Hints:  I understand that many students find this course challenging and hope that these hints will be helpful throughout this semester as well as the rest of your academic career.

· Do the assigned work!!  They allow you to determine where you need more work.

· Use Your Notes.  You will find many examples given during lecture.  Remember that these are problems that I either wrote or found particularly useful.  Given that, they will often be similar to problems you will see on exams.  It will minimally give you insight on how I write problems and how I expect them to be answered.

· Actively Participate as you Study.  Effective studying requires full attention.  When you are studying the text or your notes, try explaining them to a friend, real or imaginary.  Your “friend” will probably need you to use both written and verbal explanations, especially with more difficult concepts.
· Use the resources available to you.  My commitment to you is to treat you with respect and be as available as possible outside of the classroom.  If you have questions or concerns, please do not hesitate to ask.  You are not being judged in my office and your grade will not be affected by questions you may feel are “silly”.  In fact, no matter how silly you may feel a question is, I would prefer you ask it sooner rather than later.  This hopefully helps both of us.  Not only will you get clarification, but I will learn areas that I can improve in my teaching to better explain subjects to future classes.  In addition to myself, I encourage you to connect with students who may have taken this course previously that you may feel comfortable asking for help.  There are also tutors available and I will be more than happy to help you find an adequate one if you feel this is necessary.

· It is never too early to ask for help.  I often hear, “I don’t even understand enough to ask a question.”  I can relate to the frustration and the feeling of helplessness.  As I said earlier, my door is always open.  Even if you are unsure what to ask, stop by and together we can discuss the concepts or issues and see if we can determine where the confusion lies or how to better approach the problem.  However, because my door is always open, I expect that students will ask questions prior to the day before the exam.  While I will try to be available for little last minute questions, I will be unable to help you if you just discovered you don’t understand the last three chapters the day before the exam.

· Study Groups.  I highly recommend study groups.  One of the best ways of reinforcing a concept is to explain it to someone else.  Not only do these study groups provide great environments to help each other learn, but they are a great way to meet others in your field.  Often they are even just a good release to be able to vent frustrations to someone with common experiences.  

· Extra Practice.  While I assign several problems on the topics covered, if you find that new and additional problems will be helpful when studying, stop by my office and I will make other texts or sample problems available to you.  In addition, the complete solutions are always available in my office if you do not have answers to problems in the text.
