(e) What percent of world wind energy generation did the U.S. produce in 2006?

(f) How was the percent of world wind energy generation produced by the U.S. changing in 2006?

(g) Summarize your information.

(h) Provide a question that you would like answered based on your work on U.S. and World wind energy production.
