Dr. Tom Perls is a geriatrician at Boston Medical Center and Associate Professor of Medicine at Boston University School of Medicine. He is also a Fellow of the American College of Physicians. He grew up in Colorado, went to college at Pitzer College at the Claremont Colleges in California and attended medical school at the University of Rochester in Rochester New York.
In 1995, during his training as a geriatrician at Harvard Medical School, Dr. Perls founded the New England Centenarian Study, which since then has grown to be the largest study of centenarians in the world. To date, he has published over a hundred articles on the subject of human exceptional longevity and authored a popular book, titled Living to 100 as well as a life expectancy calculator on the internet that receives 5000 visits a day called livingto100.com. Dr. Perls’s work at Boston University is multidisciplinary with multiple collaborations in the areas of genetics, biology, demography, computer science, neuropathology and statistics. With a number of key findings recently, we expect to hear a great deal about Dr. Perls’s work.
