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Student Project Program


The Commit-to-Change Student Project Program provides funding to Ithaca College students to pursue research or demonstration projects, individually or in groups.  Funding is available for supplies for student research or projects (up to $500 per project).    Additional funds (max of $500 per student) are available to support student travel to present research or projects at academic meetings.
Application should include:

· Your name, and expected year of graduation, major/minor, GPA

· A detailed description of the  research project that:

·  includes identification of a faculty or staff sponsor

·  the responsibilities of  individuals (if a group proposal)
· a budget

· a timeline for the work

· a plan for continuation of the project beyond the funded period (for example, if you propose creation of an interpretive nature, trail, who will maintain it after you develop it?) 

· an outreach plan to formally communicating your experience to the Ithaca College community.  For example, this could be an article for the Ithacan or FUSE, a spot on Your Impact radio show on WICB, and/or a presentation at the Whalen Symposium or Campus Sustainability Day.
· An essay on how this experience will benefit you in terms of your understanding of environmental issues and/or sustainability and role as a global citizen or community leader and benefit the community or general public.
