REQUIREMENTS FOR THE SOCIOLOGY MAJOR
GENERAL REQUIREMENTS:
The requirements for the sociology major are 21 prescribed credits in general and fundamental studies and statistics; 21 elective credits, including one “focused studies” sequence or concentration; and 78 credits in open electives. Majors must take no fewer than 9 credits at level 4 in sociology. At least 3 credits of level 4 must be a departmental seminar (courses numbered from SOCI-40100 to SOCI-46900, excluding SOCI-46300), and no more than 3 credits from course work related to being a teaching assistant in SOCI-48000, SOCI-48100, and SOCI-48200, and no more than 3 credits of internship credit from SOCI-49000 to SOCI-49800 toward the level 4 requirement.
