PROPOSAL FORM

Linden Center for Creativity and Aging
Enduring Masters Grant Guidelines

To apply for a Linden Center Enduring Masters Grant, complete the cover sheet on the following page and append a proposal containing:

1. A narrative detailing the project, not to exceed 500 words, double-spaced. The narrative should identify/explain:

a. the artist you want to bring to campus and why you consider him/her/them to be Enduring Masters (please attach information on the artists);
b. what the artist(s) will do and how it will involve students and faculty;
c. the relationship of the artist’s activity to academic program and student learning goals;
d. outcomes of the activity for your program and to the campus as a whole; and, 
e. how the activity will be evaluated/documented.

2. Support letter(s) from the department chair(s) and dean(s) of each school/division involved;

3. A detailed budget specifying all expenses including any items to be purchased and their individual costs; and,

4. A description of the departmental or external match for the grant project.

Proposals will be reviewed using the following criteria:

1. Activities, outcomes, and evaluation plan are clearly stated;
2. Design involves well-defined activities that relate to creativity and aging;
3. Artists fit the Enduring Masters model;
4. Department chair(s) and dean(s) support the project;
5. Costs are identified in the budget and match the scope of the activity;
6. Match is identified; and,
7. Benefits of project for students, faculty, and campus are identified.

A report on project activities must be submitted to the director of the Gerontology Institute within three months of the end of the award period.
