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Ithaca College’s Integrative Curriculum (IC)
A Call for Proposals: Demonstration Projects

Proposals are invited for Demonstration Projects that exemplify the ideals of the (IC)?
initiative and will serve as illustration and inspiration of the Integrative Curriculum
concept as the College plans for a more widespread implementation in the future. The
concept was articulated in faculty planning meetings on March 23:

Clearly, integrative learning requires the student to actively synthesize and apply
knowledge, information, and skills from a range of subjects, abilities, and philosophies;
is enriched by multiple and sometimes conflicting perspectives, and prepares the
student to make a successful contribution (as a professional and an individual) to a
global, multicultural, and rapidly-changing society.

Venues for delivery of integrative learning to every College student might include
learning communities, capstone projects, undergraduate research programs, team-
based projects or internships, co- and extra-curricular activities, five-year
Bachelor's/Master’s programs, and curricular revisions such as General Education.
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Demonstration Projects will provide an opportunity for a limited number of bold, exciting
initiatives to be implemented on a rapid time-line, serving as ‘early-adopter’ models,
helping to promote the concept, and becoming partners in breaking down barriers and
creating a culture that supports innovation. Proposals may be submitted by faculty,
staff, administrators, or academic units, and may involve collaborations with units or
personnel from all divisions of the College, such as Student Affairs. Selected projects
will be eligible for funding support from the “Planning and Priorities” budget for a
maximum of two years. Projects may begin as early as Fall 2009, but no later than Fall
2010. Because of the 2-year time frame, degrees, minors, or certificates will not be
considered at this time, although such initiatives may eventually be important
components of (IC)?. Additionally, proposals involving individual courses, unless part of
a broader plan, are not requested at this time.

Projects will be evaluated based upon the following criteria:

Originality

Exemplification of the (IC)? concept

Expansion potential to serve many students from across campus (although the
demonstration project itself may be of a smaller scale)

Clear, measurable student learning goals

Feasibility, both as a demonstration project and in expanded format

Potential to capture the imagination of students, faculty and the public

Proposal Submission Guidelines

Preliminary Round — Due (Noon) April 10, 2009

Submit a two-page summary of the evaluation points listed above, plus a general
description of resource needs (no detailed budget necessary) to Janet Wigglesworth,
Interim Assistant Provost (jwiggles@ithaca.edu). Electronic submissions are preferred.
Proposals will be reviewed by the Deans of the Schools and Divisions. A limited
number will be advanced to the Finalist Round.

Finalist Round — Due June 1, 2010

Details on the documentation required will be sent to all finalists by May 1.
