Packing Tips
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Don’t pack heavy objects and fragile things
together (like books and light bulbs)

Pack seasonably - space is tight in a
residence hall room. Instead, plan on
swapping out your clothes as you travel
home for breaks

Big plastic bins make it easy to move your
things, and can be used to store items as
well
