Connecting with an Ethernet Cable

NOTE: To connect to the network, your computer will need to have a Network Interface Card (NIC) already
installed. See your computer’s user guide for more information on installing and enabling this component.
You will also need a standard Ethernet (CAT-5) cable, which can be purchased in most office supply stores or
your campus bookstore.

@ Start by plugging one end of an Ethernet cable into your computer
and the other end into the data jack in the wall. (Be careful not to
confuse these with a phone cable or phone jack, which are similar
but smaller in size.)

© [Ifyou have a wireless card, disable it now to ensure that your
computer is connecting through the Ethernet cable.

© Open an Internet browser and enter your Apogee username and

password to access the Internet. If you are not connected within a
few moments, restart your computer and try again.

Enabling a gaming system or network-capable device

Ifyou have an Xbox, Playstation, Tivo, iPhone, or other device capable of accessing the Internet, you will need to set it up to
work with your Apogee account.
