1. Demonstrate the ability to write and produce journalism across different platforms.

2. Demonstrate a knowledge of international media systems, and global issues in journalism.

3. Demonstrate an ability to write critically and objectively in the service of generating and disseminating messages.  

4. Demonstrate an understanding of the laws and ethical principles that guide the journalism profession.

5. Demonstrate a knowledge of the history of journalism, and the role of   professionals and institutions in shaping communications and society.

6. Demonstrate an ability to apply theories and conduct research in journalism and mass communications using appropriate methodologies. 

7. Demonstrate an ability to critically evaluate  journalistic work for grammatical correctness, appropriate professional style, accuracy, fairness and clarity.
