Program Description

The Ithaca College Los Angeles Program is an internshipbased program that provides
juniors and seniors with a major or minor in communications an opportunity to gain
professional experience in their chosen fields. The program offers internships in
television, radio, photography, cinema, corporate communications, the recording
industry, journalism, public relations, and advertising. In addition, students can take
major requirements and/or elective courses in cinema, television, organizational
communication, and journalism as well as one-credit courses on industry-related
topics. Classes are taught at the James B. Pendleton Center, located minutes from
Burbank and Hollywood, by our Los Angelesbased faculty and professionals working in
the industry.

Eligibility
1. Communications major OR minor OR related field.
2. Completed 60 credits by the start of your semester in Los Angeles.
*For communication majors, 15 of those credits must be communications credits.
*For communication minors, 12 of those credits must be communications credits.
3. Be in good academic, judicial and financial standing at your college or university,
with no unresolved issues at the start date of your semester in Los Angeles.

Fall 2008: July 2™, 2008
Spring 2009: November 3", 2008

Selection Criteria

Space in the program is limited. If there are more qualified applicants than there are
spaces, priority will be given to seniors and communications majors. Selection, done by
the program director in consultation with the program staff, will be based on the
following criteria:

1. How a Los Angeles internship fits your academic and career goals;

2. Involvement in activities related to your major and career goals;

3. Current grade point average

1 PERSONAL ESSAY (3 pages maximum, typewritten, d ouble-spaced)
Your application must include a specific, well-organized, and honest essay in which you discuss
the Los Angeles Program and the internship experience in relation to your academic and career
goals. Please number the pages andput your name at the top of each page. Be sure to
proofread your essay for grammar and spelling. Answer all of the following questions:

1. What are your specific short and long-term academic, career and personal goals?

2. How will your participation in the LA Program help y ou meet your goals?

3. At what kind of media organization would you like to intern? (you do not need to name
specific organizations)

4. What do you hope to gain (skills, knowledge, training, experience, etc.) through your
internship experience?

5. What experiencesduring the last two years have prepared you for an LA internship? If you
are a communications minor, pay particular attention to this point.

*Summer Writing Institute Applicants Only: Please discuss in your essay why you are interested
in the Institute a nd how it will meet your long -term academic and career goals.

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PROGRAM COSTS

When you attend the Ithaca College LA Program, you are registered as a full-time Ithaca College
student. The cost of tuition for students attending the Los Angeles program is the same as on-campus
Ithaca College students. Summer students pay per credit hour.

APPLICATION FEE

A non-refundable $35 application fee is due with your completed application. Please make
your check payable to Olthaca College.O Be sure to write your name on the check.

TUITION
Tuition costs are determined in March for the following summer and school year.

Summer students are charged tuition per credit hour, and there is a 3 -credit minimum for
summer registration. The cost of tuition in summer 2007 was $805/credit.

Cost of tuition for Fall 2007 and Spring 2008 was $14,335/semester.
HOUSING INFORMATION

Students attending the Los Angeles Program are required to live in the Oakwood apartment
complex, located a short walk from the Pendleton Center, Warner Bros. Studios, Universal
Studios, and public transportation. Each student will share (with 3 other students) a fully
furnished two-bedroom, two bathroom apartment which also includes a complete kitchen.
Linens, kitchen supplies, TV, and telephone service can be rented directly from Oakwood.
These costs are NOT included in the housing fee. For additional information, visit the LA
program housing website at ithaca.oakwood.com.

HOUSING COSTS

Cost of housing for Summer 2007 was $2,900.
Cost of housing was $4,430/semester during the 2007-2008 academic year.

ACADEMIC & COURSE REGISTRATION INFORMATION

IF YOU ARE APPLYING FOR FALL 2008 OR SPRING 2009:
Fall and spring semester students generally regiger for 15 credits. The minimum number you
can take is 12 credits; the maximum is 18. All students are required to register for a 6 -credit
internship and OMedia Industries,O a -tredit seminar.

IF YOU ARE APPLYING FOR SUMMER 2008:
You must enroll for 3-5 internship credits; the maximum is 5 credits. The maximum total
number of internship and course credits you can take is 11 credits. You do not have to enroll in

any courses.
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REGISTRATION PROCEDURES

1. Students applying for the LA Program should list the courses they intend to enroll in on the
Academic Information form in their application packet and submit it with their
application.

2. Applicants accepted into the program will receive their course schedule in their acceptance
letter to the program. The list of courses to be offered each semester is determined by
student enroliment.

3. Students will have the opportunity to review their academic schedul es with a member of
the program staff upon their arrival in Los Angeles.

APPLICATION DEADLINE: MONDAY, MARCH 31%, 2008

The Ithaca College Los Angeles Program is offering a Summer Writing Institute for the
summer of 2007. The Institute will be held in conjunction with the regular summer session
in Los Angeles.

The Institute will provide advanced writing experience to j uniors and seniors who are
planning to pursue professional careers in screenwriting and television writing. The goal of
the program is for each student to work towards writing a OspecO script to take into the
marketplace upon graduation. Aside from regular classes, students will attend seminars with
working writers; receive regular one -on-one individual critiques; and will attend several L.A.
based events sponsored by the Writers Guild of America.

CURRICULUM
Students participating in the Institute must be registered for a total of 6 credits. The three
components of the Summer Writing Institute include

3-credit writing course (film or television writing). The courses will be listed under
TVR -41210 Television-Radio Selected Topics OR
CNPH -30200 Cinema & Photography Selected Topics

1-credit seminar with professionals from the entertainment industry.
The seminar will provide students with a better understanding of the
industry, the script development process, and other aspects of the
business that writers need to know to navigate the industry.

2-credit internship in the development department of a film or television production company.

ELIGIBILITY
Al eligibility requirements for the Los Angeles Program apply (see page 1 of OApplication
Instructions & Program Information.O) In addition, before attending the Institute, the
applicant must have completed of the following:
1. TVR-33300 Writing for Series TV OR CNPH23300 Screenwriting
2. Any 300 level writing in the Park School of Communications OR the Writing Department.
(or comparable class in your particular college/university)
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COSTS
The costs are the same for the Los Angeles Program (see page 3 of Application Instructions).

Please note that summer students pay per credit hour. Students participating in the Writing
Institute must be enrolled for six credits.

Summer 2008 tuition and housing costs will be available after March 1, 2008. (The cost per
credit hour for the summer of 2007 was $ 805 per credit and $2900 for housing.)

APPLICATION

1. Complete the Ithaca College Los Angeles Program application. Please note:
a. Applicants must fill out the OSummer Writing Institute Academic Information FormO
b. Applicants must discuss in their personal essay why they are interested in
participating in the Summer Institute (see page 2, part B).

2. Applicants must also include a 10-page scriptwriting sample from a completed screenplay
or television script.

APPLICATION DEADLINE: MONDAY, MARCH 31%, 2008

SELECTION CRITERIA
Decisions by the program staff will be based on the following criteria:
1. how patrticipating in the Summer Writing Institute fits your academic & career goals
2. current grade point average
3. performance in TVR-33300 Writing for Series TV OR CNPH23300 Screenwriting
4. academic and business recommendations
