Nature of Work 
 

Anthropology is the study of the way of life, remains, language, and physical characteristics of people in all parts 
of the world and comparison of the customs, values, and social patterns of different cultures.                                             
There are generally four subfields: 
-Cultural anthropology: the study of cultures, customs, and social lives of groups in various settings.  
 

-Archeology: the study of artifacts and buried remains to determine the history of past cultures. 
 

-Linguistic Anthropology: the study of the role of language in various cultures. 
 

-Physical Anthropology: the study of evolution.
