College Rules and Regulations for the Suzuki Institute
Ithaca College takes very seriously its responsibilities related to hosting adolescent programs on campus.  Rules and regulations have been established to provide for the safety off all participants and to preserve the purpose of our programs.  Violations of any of the following may result in a student being sent home without a refund:

1. Anyone involved in activities in violation of the law will be sent home immediately.

2. Possession and/or use of alcohol, illegal drugs and tobacco products are prohibited.

3. For students residing on campus without a parent/guardian sections of each residence hall reserved for boys’ or girls’ housing will be clearly marked.  Students are not permitted at any time in housing section for the opposite gender.
4. Intentional damage to other student’s property and to college property including residence hall is prohibited.  Residence hall window screens are to be left in place at all times.  Nothing is to be dropped, thrown, or hung out of the windows at any time.

5. Students residing without a parent/guardian may not leave campus without direct and specific authorization from the Institute director.

6. All students are required to promptly attend all scheduled activities.  During free time, students residing without a parent/guardian are expected to be in their residence hall or properly signed out to an authorized location on campus.
7. Nightly curfews will be posted in the residence hall.  At curfew times you are to be in your respective rooms and observe lights out.  Cell phone use after lights out is not permitted for students residing in the residence halls without a parent/guardian, except in emergency situations.
8. Minors are not to walk, jog, swim, etc. alone.  Be with a friend when outside of the residence hall.

9. Report all injuries, no matter how slight, to one of the residence hall counselors, or the Institute Director.

10. Bicycles, skateboards, SCOOTERS, and roller skates are not allowed on the Ithaca College Campus.

11. Students and their families are expected to be fully dressed when outside their rooms.

12. Transportation on campus is on foot.  No skateboards, bicycles, or automobiles are permitted.

13. Use of stereo equipment, radios or cell phones in the rooms which is disturbing to others cannot be permitted.  More than one complaint may be cause for the removal of equipment.

14. Before anyone may leave on Saturday, the room must be cleaned by the student and inspected by a staff member.
15. Students are not to play on or use other students’ instruments without their permission.

16. Students are not to leave instruments unattended.

17. Cell phones are permitted subject to appropriate use by the students.  However, we are not responsible for the loss or theft of personal possessions thereof.
I have read rules and regulations and understand that I am required to follow all of them. Failure to abide by these rules and regulations could result in disciplinary action that may include immediate dismissal from the program.
