eating utensils, and biodegradable paper plates, napkins and hot cups.

Now that everything in the
Food Court has gone
“compostable”, Dining Services
and the Resource and
Environmental Management
Program request the support of
the |C community to use the proper collection containersin

| CSquare to separate compostable food packaging and waste food.
Look for the “Compostable’ Iabel on the port in the waste
receptacle, or watch for the big green “ C” — for compostable — on
special large collection barrels reserved for these materials.

Yes! All these items are compostable!

All these biodegradable materials will be transported to our
compost processor to be turned into mulch and soil amendments. It
isimportant to carefully separate these compostable items from
trash that will be landfilled, and please also continue to separate out
recyclable cans and bottles.

Also note that there are more organic and natural products being
offered in the Smart Market area. New introductions spotted this
summer include Organic Valley dairy products, Stonyfield Farms

yogurt, Earthbound Farms packaged salad greens, Odwallabars, ~ Jen Chen shows where compostables go!
and Guakayi Y erba Mate drinks.

And be sure to use your reusable beverage mugs, and save yourself 15¢ on refills of your favorite
beverages, like Fair Trade certified Green Mountain or Starbucks coffee, or hot Tazo tea. If you need a
reusable mug, these are also for sale in the Food Court, as are new polycarbonate water bottles.
