 “Pippi to Ripley: Gender and Sexuality in Fantasy, Science Fiction, Children’s Literature, and Comics” (Ithaca College) A bi-annual conference which takes place in the spring in odd years: April 2011; May 2013; May 2015; April 2017, April 2019, April 2023.
